NCRCC Field Rules

1. All club members must have a current AMA card.

2. Only Club Members and guests are permitted to use the field. Guests are permitted to use the field only twice, at that point to continue using the field guests must become members.

3. All transmitters must be impounded when not in use.

4.  Club licenses will be displayed when at the field.

5.  Official frequencies must be displayed on all transmitters.

6. Current AMA card is to be attached to the transmitter impound board when   frequency is in use.

7.  Frequency use shall be limited to 15 minutes.

8. NO FLYING over spectators, pits, behind the flight line, homes in area or other designated no-fly areas.

9. All takeoffs, launches, and landings shall be done from designated runway areas only.

10.  All pilots should fly from the designated flying pilot stations. **

11.  First turn after take-off will be AWAY FROM the spectator area.

12.  Do not fly above 400-foot altitude.

13.  Pit area will be along the spectator fence only.

14.  No running of engines before 7 a.m.

15.  No breaking in of engines in the pit area and do not leave them unattended. There is a designated area for breaking in engines.

16.  Spectators are not allowed beyond fenced areas.

17.  Mufflers are required on all engines.

18.  All landings & takeoffs shall be announced to other fliers. (Dead stick aircraft have the right of way to landing.)

19.  Before walking on runway announce your presence.

20. Non-airborne aircraft are prohibited from the flight line.

21. Pilots and observers must move back from the runway strip immediately after the plane has made its first turn away from the pits.

22. If possible, powered flight should be undertaken with one other person present.***

Safety Tips

The following is a short list of safety tips that you should keep in mind when ever you are operating a R/C model.

1. Observe all field and safety rules. Failure to do so can result in the loss of flying privileges and expulsion from the club.

2. When the engine is running, make all needle valve adjustments from behind a rotating prop.

3. Keep face and body out of line with the propeller arc. (If a blade were to break off it could be thrown like a knife.)

4. An R/C airplane when operated out of control or in a reckless fashion can be a lethal missile. If you are in trouble in the air, alert your instructor and the other fliers around you immediately.

5. Remember you are not the only person using the field, fly responsibly.

**After launching, glider pilots should proceed to the area of the powered flight pilot area.

***If possible, a glider assistant should be present and should make communication with the powered flight pilots as to the presence of glider activity.   
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
